Residents call this drought-
stricken community a “for-

gotten town”.
The flat, dusty roads to

Vosburg are surrounded by
withered fields. The streams
feeding the community of a few
thousand people have gone
dry. Signs warn drivers of wan-
dering cattle and sheep but
there are none in sight.

The months-long drought
is affecting most of southern
Africa. The United Nations
estimates that more than 11
million people now face crisis
levels of food insecurity in
places like Zimbabwe and
Mozambique, where two
cyclones wiped out crops ear-
lier this year.

Among the hardest hit
areas is South Africa's
Northern Cape province,
where many farmers are strug-
gling to keep their families and
animals alive while revenue
falls and debt piles up.

Commercial sheep farmer
Louis van der Merwe, 64, broke
down as he described losing
more than 400 sheep and 450
springboks in the past two
years because of the worst
drought he has seen in 45

years of farming.
Some animals died of

hunger. Others were sent pre-
maturely to the slaughterhouse
to reduce the number to feed.
With tears running down his
face, Van der Merwe said he
now relies on donations of
animal feed so the rest can sur-
vive.

“If we didn't have hope, we
would not be here anymore,” he
said. “We have to have hope
and faith. There are a couple of
times when we have felt it is not
worth it.” Two of his fellow
farmers have killed themselves
due to the stress, Van der
Merwe said.

Northern Cape province
will need over USD 28 million
in drought relief over the next
three months to assist 15,500
affected farms, according to
farmers' organization Agri-SA.

So far, South Africa's gov-
ernment has pledged USD 2
million.

The World Food Program
says southern Africa has
received normal rainfall in just
one of the past five growing
seasons, with small-scale farm-
ers feeling it most.

Some like 55-year-old
Gertruida Buffel, have resort-
ed to sharing their own food
with their animals.

Pakistani Prime Minister
Imran Khan has been con-

ferred with a Lifetime
Achievement Award at an
awards ceremony in the UK to
coincide with the 550th birth
anniversary celebrations for
Guru Nanak. 

The awards, hosted at the
Mayor of London's headquar-
ters by the UK's All Party
Parliamentary Group (APPG)
for British Sikhs and London
Assembly Member Onkar
Sahota alongside British Sikh
groups, honoured achieve-
ments across different fields.

London Mayor Sadiq
Khan, Deputy Mayor for Social
Integration and Mobility
Debbie Weekes-Bernard and
APPG for British Sikhs Chair,
Labour Party politician Preet
Kaur Gill, were among some of
the speakers at the event, co-
hosted by the Sikh Network
and Sikh Federation UK –
British Sikh groups known for
pro-Khalistani affiliations.

“I invite Sikhs from all
around the world to come to
Pakistan,” said Sahibzada
Jahangir, Imran Khan's
spokesperson for trade and
investment in UK and Europe,
as he accepted the Lifetime
Achievement Award on behalf
of the Pakistani Prime Minister.

Colombo: Sri Lanka's contro-
versial Rajapaksa clan on
Thursday tightened its grip on
political power with President
Gotabhaya Rajapaksa swear-
ing-in his elder brother
Mahinda as the prime minister,
amidst apprehensions among
the minority Tamils and
Muslims on the new dispensa-
tion's policies.

Mahinda Rajapaksa
assumed duty in his new capac-
ity on Thursday itself. The 74-
year-old leader will function as
the prime minister of the care-
taker cabinet until the general
election in August 2020.

“I'm honoured to have
taken oaths as Sri Lanka's new
Prime Minister. I look for-
ward to serving all Sri Lankans
as we take our country forward
with a new vision to further
develop and protect it for future
generations,” the new prime

minister tweeted, reaching out
to all Sri Lankans.

Mahinda Rajapaksa took
the oath as the new prime min-
ister at the Presidential
Secretariat, three days after
Gotabhaya Rajapaksa was
sworn in as the president.
Former prime minister Ranil
Wickremesinghe, former pres-
ident Maithripala Sirisena and
other political leaders were
present on the occasion.

“I wish to congratulate and
extend my warmest wishes to
Hon Mahinda Rajapaksa,
Prime Minister of the
Democratic, Socialist Republic
of Sri Lanka,” President
Gotabhaya Rajapaksa tweeted.

This is Mahinda
Rajapaksa's second innings as
the prime minister. He was
premier for a brief period in
2018 amidst a major political
turmoil in the country. PTI

The UN nuclear watchdog
on Thursday urged Iran to

explain the presence of urani-
um particles at an undeclared
site, as a landmark deal aimed
at curbing Tehran's atomic
activities threatens to collapse.

The International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA) said in
a report made public last week
that its inspectors had “detect-
ed natural uranium particles of
anthropogenic origin at a loca-
tion in Iran not declared to the
agency”.

The agency's acting head
Cornel Feruta said IAEA and
Iranian officials would meet in
Tehran next week to discuss the
matter, adding that the UN
body had not received any
additional information.

“The matter remains unre-
solved... It is essential that Iran
works with the agency to
resolve this matter promptly,”
he told IAEA member states at
a meeting of the agency's board
of governors.

A diplomatic source told
AFP that the IAEA would send
a high-ranking technical dele-
gation to Iran next week.

The particles are under-
stood to be the product of ura-
nium which has been mined
and undergone initial process-
ing, but not enriched.

While the IAEA has not
named the site in question,
diplomatic sources have previ-
ously said the agency asked
Iran about a site in the
Turquzabad district of Tehran
where Israel has alleged secret
atomic activity in the past.

Sources say the IAEA took
samples from the site in the

spring and that Iran has been
slow in providing answers to
explain the test results.

The 2015 deal between
Iran and world powers has
been faltering since last year
when the United States pulled
out and started to reinstate
punishing sanctions on Tehran,
leaving the other signatories
struggling to salvage the agree-
ment.

Over the past few months,
Iran has breached several parts
of the deal it signed with the US
as well as Britain, China,
France, Germany and Russia,
in which it committed to scal-
ing back its nuclear programme
in exchange for sanctions relief.

But Britain, France and
Germany have said they are
extremely concerned by Iran's
actions in stepping up its ura-
nium enrichment and other
breaches.

Enrichment is the process
that produces fuel for nuclear
power plants but also, in high-
ly extended form, the fissile
core for a warhead.

On Monday, the IAEA
confirmed Iran's stock of heavy
water for reactors has sur-
passed the 130-tonne limit set
under the agreement.

Heavy water is not itself
radioactive but is used in
nuclear reactors to absorb neu-
trons from nuclear fission.

Heavy water reactors can
be used to produce plutonium
for nuclear weapons as an
alternative to enriched urani-
um.

The IAEA has also said one
of its inspectors was briefly pre-
vented from leaving Iran, call-
ing her treatment “not accept-
able”.

Birmingham: British opposi-
tion Labour leader Jeremy
Corbyn on Thursday sets out
his party's manifesto for next
month's election, promising
the most radical plan for
change for decades.

The party's programme of
pledges includes nationalisa-
tions, a huge investment in
public services and corporate
reform, which Corbyn insists
are “fully costed” and deliver-
able.

On Brexit, the key issue of
the December 12 election, he
has promised to strike a new exit
deal with the European Union
and hold a second referendum
on Britain's membership.

Opinion polls show Labour
trailing Prime Minister Boris
Johnson's Conservatives but
the opposition is still hoping to
galvanise voters like it did in
the last vote in 2017.

Ahead of the manifesto
launch in Birmingham, central
England, Corbyn claimed the
programme was “full of popu-
lar policies that the political
establishment has blocked for
a generation”.

He repeated the attacks on
the rich and powerful that
have been a feature of Labour's
campaign so far, arguing that
after nine years of Tory aus-
terity measures, it was “time for
real change”. AFP

AUS aircraft carrier's passage
through the Gulf is the lat-

est demonstration of the super-
power's enduring military pres-
ence in the West Asia aimed at
reassuring allies, experts and
officials say.

In a potent symbol of mil-
itary might, the Abraham
Lincoln carrier and its atten-
dant warships cruised through
the Strait of Hormuz this week.

The voyage came after
United States President Donald
Trump wrote in a tweet last
month that “going into the
Middle East is the worst deci-
sion ever”.

But since then, the US
military has taken action to
emphasise its long-standing
presence in a region where the
US has deep strategic interests.

It conducted massive train-
ings, announced the deploy-
ment of more troops and cre-
ated a maritime coalition head-
quartered in Bahrain to protect
shipping in the troubled Gulf
waters.

The Abraham Lincoln's
transit through the strait, which
earlier this year was rocked by
a string of attacks that
Washington and its allies blame
on Iran -- accusations Tehran
firmly denies -- was the first for
a US carrier since April.

“This show of force is part
of a 'say-do' gap that is emerg-
ing between verbal US securi-
ty guarantees in the region and
actual American inaction,” said
Andreas Krieg, a professor at
King's College London.

“It is a desperate attempt to
reassure allies in the Arabian
Gulf.”

For more than seven
decades, the United States has

played an important role in the
conflict-ridden region, serving
in particular as a defender of
Gulf monarchies against exter-
nal threats, most notably Iran.

But Trump's tweet and his
calls for Gulf leaders to pay for
their security suggested a move
to redefine the relationship --
born on an American battle-
ship in 1945 when Saudi King
Abdul Aziz bin Saud and US
President Franklin D. Roosevelt
first held talks.

There was further dismay
last month when the US
walked away from its Kurdish
allies in Syria, opening a door
for Turkey to launch a military
campaign against the Kurds
that was divisive even in
Washington.

The apparent shift in US
policy comes at a time of ris-
ing hostility with Iran.

Since May, tensions in the
Gulf have increased with
attacks against tankers, fol-
lowed by drone and missile
strikes on key Saudi oil facili-
ties.

Iran was blamed, but
denied involvement.

Despite the attacks on its
ally and having one of its own
drones shot down, the US has
avoided equivalent retaliation.

Sending the carrier
through Hormuz “is certain-
ly supposed to send a message
of defiance and strength after
months of being humiliated
by Iranian escalation”, said
Krieg.

The strait, which separates
Iran and the United Arab
Emirates, is a chokepoint for a
third of the world's seaborne
oil. The shallow waterway is
just 50 kilometres (30 miles)
wide, making it a vulnerable
shipping lane.

President Donald Trump
sought on Wednesday to

distance himself from US
envoy Gordon Sondland as he
made an explosive appearance
before an impeachment hear-
ing, while also asserting that his
testimony had exonerated him
entirely.

“I don't know him very
well. I have not spoken to him
much,” Trump told reporters at
the White House, after the
ambassador to the EU testified
that he followed the presi-
dent's orders in seeking a “quid
pro quo” deal with Ukraine.

In an October 8 tweet,
Trump had described his
ambassador to the European
Union as “a really good man
and great American.” Trump
went on to read from notes on
Sondland's ongoing testimony,
saying it demonstrated he did
not pressure Ukrainian
President Volodymyr Zelensky
to investigate his political rival
Joe Biden. “It was a very short
and abrupt conversation that he
had with me,” Trump said.

“'What do you want from
Ukraine,'” the president quot-
ed Sondland as asking him. 

“Here is my response, that
he gave. Just gave. Ready? You
have the cameras rolling?”
“Here is my answer: 'I want
nothing. I want nothing. I
want no quid pro quo. Tell
Zelensky to do the right thing,'”
added the president, who reen-
acted the exchange several
times to the reporters gathered
on the South Lawn.

“Then he says: this is the
final word from the President of
the United States. I want noth-
ing.” “I would say that means it's

all over,” Trump said.
Democrats are investigat-

ing Trump for allegedly abus-
ing his office by pressing a for-
eign power -- Ukraine -- to
interfere on his behalf in the
2020 US election.

In his testimony, Sondland
said he was ordered by Trump
to seek a “quid pro quo” deal in
which Ukraine would probe

Biden in exchange for a White
House summit.

Sondland said he “never
received a clear answer” on why
the White House suspended
security aid to Ukraine, which
is battling Russian-backed sep-
aratists, but that he also “came
to believe” it was tied to the
investigations sought by
Trump.
